ARTICLE 1 

TITLES, AUTHORIZATION, PURPOSE, AND INTERPRETATION 

100 LONG TITLE 

A resolution providing for the zoning of the unincorporated area of Danbury 
Township, Otta~la County, Ohio by regulating the size, location, height, and 
use of buildings and structures, the area and dimensions, by dividing the 
unincorporated area of the township into zones or districts of such number, 
size, and shape as are deemed best suited to carry out said purposes and pre­
scribing penalties and proceedings for the administration and enforcement of 
this Resolution. 

WHEREAS The Board of Trustees of Danbury Township, Ottawa County, Ohio, deems 
it in the public health, safety, morals, comfort, and general welfare of said 
township and its residents to establish a general plan of zoning; and 

WHEREAS the effect of this Resolution shall be that it will be the general 
plan of zoning for all of the unincorporated areas of Danbury TOI'lnship, Ot­
tawa County, Ohio, at the date of the adoption of this Resolution; and 

WHEREAS upon the approval by a majority of voters in the area of Danbury 
Township, Ottawa County, Ohio to be zoned, this Resolution shall take place 
of all previous zoning regulations in said Township; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of Trustees of Oanbury Township, 
Otta~1a County, Ohio; 

101 SHORT TITLE 

This Resolution shall be known as the "Zoning Resolution of Danbury Township, 
Ottawa County, Ohi 0." 

102 AUTHORIZATION 

This Resolution is authorized by the Revised Code of the State of Ohio. 

103 GENERAL PURPOSES • 
For the purpose of promoting public health, safety, morals, comfort and gener­
al welfare; to conserve and protect property and property values; to secure 
the most appropriate use of land, and to facilitate adequate but economical 
provision of public improvements; the Board of Trustees of this Township finds 
it necessary and advisable to regulate the location, height, bulk, number of 
stories and size of buildings and other structures, including tents, cabins, 
trailer coaches and the uses of land for trade, industry, residence, recreation 
or other purposes, and for such purposes have divided the unincorporated area 
of the to~mship into districts or zones as sho~m on the official zoning map of 
Danbury Towns~ip, Ottawa County, Ohio. 

, , • 
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104 EFFECTIVE DATE 

.The Zoning Resolution shall be effective only after approval of a majority 
of the voters in the area of Oanbury Township, Ottawa County, Ohio to be 
zoned in a general or special election. 

105 INTERPRETATION AND APPLICATION 

In interpretation and application, the provisions of this Resolution shall 
be held to be minimum requirements adopted for the promotion of public 
health, safety, morals, comfort, and general welfare. 

In all districts minimum lot areas have been established for dwelling lots. 
It should be noted that in some cases, the Board of Health or other agen-
cies may require greater lot areas than the minimum herein provided on whether 
the lots are served by municipal ~Iater and(or community sewage treatment faci-
lities. . 

Nothing herein shall repeal, abrogate, annul, or in any way impair or inter­
fere with any provision of law or any rules or regulations, other than zo­
ning regulations, adopted or issued pursuant to law relating to the construc­
tion and use of building premises. 

Where this Resolution imposes a greater restriction upon the use of buildings 
or requires larger yards than are imposed or required by other provisions ,of 
law, rules, regulations, covenants, or agreements, the provisions of this 
Resolution shall control, but nothing herein shall interfere with, abrogate, 
or annul any easements, covenants, deed restrictions or agreements between 
parties which impose restrictions greater than those imposed by this Resolution. 

106 VALIDITY AND SEPARABILITY 

It is hereby declared to be the legislative intent that, if any provision 
or provisions of this Resolution, or the application thereof to any zoning 
lot, building, or other structure, or tract of land, are declared by a 
court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or. ineffective in whole or 
in part, or to be inapplicable to any person or situation the effect of 
such decision shall be limited to the provisions \~hich expressly stated 
in the decision to be invalid or ineffective, or to the zonin!:t lot, build­
ing or other structure, or tract of land immediately involved in the contro­
versy. All other provisions of this resolution shall continue to be separate 
and fully effective, and the application of any such provision to other per­
sons or situations shall not be affected. 



ARTICLE 2 

GENERAL REGULATIONS 

200 GENERAL REGULATIONS APPLICABLE TO ALL DISTRICTS 

200.1 No building or structure shall be erected, converted, enlarged, 
reconstructed, moved or structurally altered, nor shall any bui 1 di ng 
or land be used, except for a purpose permitted in the district in 
which the building or land is located. 

200.2 No building or structure shall be erected, converted, enlarged, 
reconstructed or structurally altered to exceed the height and bulk li­
mit herein established for the district in which the building is located, 
except that parapet ~Ialls, chimneys, cooling towers, elevator bulkheads, 
fire towers, stacks, stage towers or scenery lofts, and necessary mecha­
ni ca 1 apperutenances sha 11 be permitted to exceed the maximum hei ght pro­
vision when erected in accordance with all other laws of the township 
and county. 

200.3 No building or structure shall be erected, converted, enlarged, 
reconstructed or structurally altered except in conformity l'lith the yard 
and lot area regulations of the district in which the building is located 
unless otherwise specified her~in. 

200.4 No building shall be erected, or structurally altered to the ex­
tent specifically provided hereinafter except in conformity with the off­
street parking and loading regulations of the district in \'Ihich such 
building is located. 

200.5 The minimum yard, parking space, and other open spaces, includ­
ing lot area per family, required by this Resolution for any building 
hereafter erected or structurally altered, shall not be encroached upon 
or considered as parking area or open space of lot area requirement for 
any other building, nor shall any lot area be reduced beyond the district 
requirements of this Resolution. 

(

200.6 No parcel of land shall hereafter be reduced or di<vided so as to 
provide less than the minimum lot size required in the district in which 
such land is situated. Contiguous parcels of land held under single 
ownership shall be considered to be one parcel for the purposes of these 
regulations. 

200.7 Every building hereafter erected or structurally altered shall be 
located on a lot as herein defined and in no case shall there be more than 
one main building or use on one lot except as specifically provided here­

. after. 



200.8 Any lot of record at the time of the adoption of this Resolution 
may be used for a s i ngl e family dwell i ng. HO~/ever, on such lots ina 11 
districts unlf'ss specified otherwise, the following setbacks shall be 
maintained unless a variance is granted by the Board of Zoning Appeals: 

Minimum front yard depth 
Minimum rear yard depth 
Minimum side yard width 

20 feet 
5 feet 
5 feet 

200.9 Uses other than those specifically mentioned herein as permitted 
uses in each of the districts may also be allowed therein, provided that 
in the judgment of the Board of Zoning Appeals such other uses are of 
similar character to those mentioned and will have no more adverse in­
fluence on adjacent properties or the neighborhood or community than the 
permitted uses specifically mentioned for the district. 

201 ZONING ~1AP 

201.1 The location and boundaries of the Districts shall be shown 
on the map entitled, "Danbury Township Zoning Plan, 1975". A cer­
tifi ed copy of thi s map is on fil e in the offi ce of the Board of Dan-
bury Trustees, and said map and all notations, dimensions and designations 
shown thereon are hereby delcared to be a part of this Resolution. 

201.2 Where there is uncertainty as to the boundaries of any of the 
Districts shown on the aforesaid map, the following shall apply: 

a. The District boundary lines are intended to follow street, alley, 
lot or property lines as they exist at the time of the passage of 
this Resolution unless othen/ise indicated by dimensions on the 
Zoning Hap. In case of the vacation of a street, alley, water­
course or other right-of-way, the abutting zoning classification 
on each side thereof shall automatically be extended to the center 
1 ine of said vacated street, alley, ~/atercourse or right-of -~/ay. 

b. Where boundaries appear to approximately follow such aforesaid 
lines and are not more than ten (10) feet distant therefrom, such 
lines shall be construed to be the boundary unless specifically 
shown otherwise.

Alley: A pub1 ic or private thoroughfare designed to provide access to the 
rear or side of· property or lots. 

Alteration, Structural: Any change in the supporting members of a building 
such as obeaH ng wa 11 s, columns, beams, or gi rders, 

If' Apartment House: same as "Dwelling, ~lultifamily". 

Auto Service Station: Any premises used for supplying gasoline and oil, 
at retail direct to the customer, including minor accessories and services 
for motor vehicles. 

Automotive Repair: The repair, rebuilding, or reconditioning of motor vehi­
cles or parts thereof including collision service, painting, and steam clean­
ing of vehicles. 

Automotive, t~obile Home, Travel Trailer, and Farm Implement Sales and Service: 
The sale or rental of new and used motor vehicles, mobile homes, travel trai­
lers, or farm implements, but not including repair·work except minor repairs 
of such vehicles. 

Automotive Hrecking: same as "Junkyard"

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Basement: A story all or partly underground but having at least one-half 
of ttSlleight belovi the average level of the adjoining ground. -

Billboard: Any sign used as an outdoor display for the purpose of anything 
known, the location of such display being removed from the point of sale. 

Building: 'Any structure designed or intended for the support, enclosure, 
shelter, or protection of persons, animals, chattels, or property.

Building Height: The vertical distance measured from the adjoining curb 
grade to the highest point of the roof surface if a flat~roof, to the deck­
line of a mansard roof, and to the mean height level bet\'/een eaves and ridges 
for a gable, hip or gambrel roofl provided that where buildings are set back 
from the street line, the height of the building may be measured from the 
average elevation of the finished grade along the front of the building.

Lot, f1inimum Area of: The area of a lot is computed exclusive of any portion 
of the right-of-\~ay of any publ ic or private street. 

Lot Measurements: A lot sha 11 be measured as fo llol'ls: 

1. Depth: The distance bet\~een the mid-points of straight lines connecting 
the foremost points of the side lot lines in front and the rearmost 
points of the side lot lines in the rear. 

2. Width: The distance between straight lines connecting front and rear 
lot lines at each side of the lot, measured at the building setback 
line.

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Lot of Record: A lot which is part of a subdivision recorded in the office of 
the County' Recorder, or a lot or parcel described by metes and bounds, the 
description of which has been so recorded. 

JZ/ Lot Types: Terminology used in thIs Resolution with reference to corner lots, 
interior lots, and through lots (double-frontage lots) is as follows:

Manufacturing, Heavy: Manufacturing, processing, assembling, storing, testing,

b. No building shall be enlarged, rebuilt, or structurally altered 
to the extent of more than a fifty (50) percent addition in floor 
area unless there shall be provided the total number of off-street 
parking spaces required for the original use and its enlargement. 

c. All parking spaces required herein shall be located on the same 
lot with the building or use served except that spaces may be loc­
ated within three hundred (300) feet of the lot on which the main 
building is located, or within six hundred (600) fee17 in the case 
of required spaces for the use of employees.

BOARD or ZONING APPEALS AND·CONDITIONAL ZONING CERTIFICATES 

900 ORGANIZATION AND PROCEDURES or THE BOARD OF ZONING APPEALS 

900.1 Appoi ntment: There is hereby estab 1 i shed a Boal'd of Zoni ng 
Appeals which shall consist of five (5) electors appointed by the 
Board of Trustees. The Board of Trustees shall choose a successor 
to fill any vacancy, The five (5) electors first appointed shall 
serve for terms of one OJ. two (2), three (3), four (4) and five 
(5) year terms, beginning January 1st. Each member shall serve un­
til his successor is appointed and qualified. Vacancies shall be 
filled by the Board of Trustees and shall be for the respective 
unexpired term. The members of the Board of Zoning Appeals may 
receive such compensation as the Board of Trustees provides. 

900.2 Hearings, Rules, etc.: The hearings of the Board of Zoning 
Appeals shall be public. However, the Board may go into executive 
session for discussion but not for vote on any case before it. The 
Board shall organize annually and elect a President, Vice-President 
and Secretary. The Board shall adopt from time to time such rules 
and regulations as it may deem necessary to carry into effect the 
provisions of this Resolution. 

The Board shall hear any owner of property adjacent to the lot for 
which the granting of any zoning permit is pending, and shall also 
hear any other parties having substantial interest as determined by 
the Board, 

The Board shall fix a reasonable time for the hearing of an appeal, 
variance, conditional use, or special exception give at least ten 
(10) days I publ ic notice thereof in a nel'/spaper of general circula­
tion in the TOI'/nship and at least ten (10) days' notice to parties 
having prop)'ietary interest in land I'lithin tl'/o hundred (200) feet 
and decide upon the appeal, variance, conditional use, or special 
exception I'/ithin a reasonable time after it is submitted. At this 
hearing,. any party may appear in person or by attorney. < 

Upon the day for hearing any application or appeal, variance, condi­
tional use, or special exception, the Board may adjourn the hearing 
in order to permit the obtaining of additional information or to cause 
such further notice as it deems proper to be served upon such other 
property ol'/ners as it decides may be substantially interested in the 
appeal, variance, conditional use, or special exception. In the case 
of an adjourned hearing, persons previously notified and persons alrea- "­
dy heard need not be notified of the time of resumption of said hearing 

. unless the Board so decides. 

900.3 Minutes and Records: The Board shall keep minutes of its pro­
ceedi ngs, ShOl~i ng the vote of each member upon each questi on; or? if 
absent or failing to vote, indicating such fact; and shall keep records 
of its examinations and other official actions, all of which shall be 
immediately filed in the office of the Board of Trustees and shall be a 
public record. 
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900.4 Witnesses, Oaths, etc.! The Board shall have the power to compel 
the attenaance bfwitnesses, administer oaths, and may require the pro­
duction of documents, under such regulations as it may establish. 

900.5 Departmental Assistance: The Board may call upon the various of­
ficials of the county for assistance, and may also make use of such con­
sultants as the Board deems necessary. 

900.6 Decision of the Board: The Board shall decide all appeals, var­
iances, conditional uses, or special exceptions within thirty (30) days 
after the final hearing thereon. 

A certified copy of the Board's decision shall be transmitted to all 
parties in interest. Such decision shall be binding upon the Zoning In­
spector and observed by him, and he shall incorporate the terms and con­
ditions of the same in the permit to the applicant or appellant, whenever 
a permit is authorized by the Board. 

A decision of the Board shall not become final until the expiration of 
five (5) days from the date of such decision is made, unless the Board 
shall find the immediate taking effect of such decision is nec~ssary for 
the preservation of property or personal rights and shall so certify on 
the record. 

The Board may reverse or affirm 11holly or partly, or may modify the or­
der, requirements, decision, or determination appealed from and shall 
make such order, requirement, decision or determination as in its opin­
ion ought to be made on the premises; and to that end, shall have all 
powers of the Zoning Inspector from whom the appeal is taken. Any party 
adversely affected by a decision of the Board may appeal to the Court of' 
Comnon Pleas of the County on the ground that the decision was unreason­
able or unlawful. 

900.7 Applications For Appeals, Variances, Special Exception And 
Conditional' Use· Certificates: An application, in cases in 

which the board has original jurisdiction under the provisions of 
this Resolution, may be taken by any person aggrieved, including a ten­
ant, or by a governmental officer, department, board or bureau. Such 
app 1 i cati on sha 11 be fil ed ~Iith the Zoni ng Inspector who ~ha 11 transmi t 
same to the Board. A depos it of twnety-fi ve ($25.00) sha 11 be paid upon 
filing of each application, for the purpose of defraying the costs of the 
proceedings described herein. 

901 POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE BOARD OF ZONING APPEALS 

The Board of Zoning Appeals shall have the following powers and respon­
sibilities: 

901.1 Appeals: To hear and decide appeals where it is alleged there 
has been an error in any interpretation, order, requirement, decision, 
or determination by the zoning inspector in the enforcement and adminis-
tration of this Resolution. ' 



a. An appeal to the Board n~y be taken by any person aggrieved or by 
an officer of the Township affected by any decision of the Zoning 
Inspector. Such appeal shall be taken ~Ii thi n twenty (20) days 
after the decision, by filing with the Zoning Inspector and with 
the Board a notice of appeal specifying the grounds thereof. The 
Zoni ng Inspector shall forthwith transmit to the Board a 11 of the 
papers constituting the record upon vlhich the action appealed from 
was taken. 

b. An appeal shall stay all proceedings in furtherance of the action 
appealed from, unless the Zoning Inspector shall certify to the 
Board of Zoning Appeals after the notice of appeal shall have been 
filed with it that by reason of facts stated in the certificate, a 
stay would, in his opinion, cause imminent peril to life or property, 
in which case, proceedings shall not be stayed otherwise than by 
restra i ni ng order vlhi ch may be granted by the Board or by a court of 
equity, after notice to the officer from whom the appeal is taken and 
on due cause shown. 

c. The Board may, in conformity Ivith the provisions of this Resolution, 
reverse or affirm, v/holly or partly, or may modify the order, 
requirement, decision, or determination appealed from and shall make 
such order, requirement, decision or determination as in its opinion 
ought to be made in the premises; and to that end, shall have all 
powers of the Zoning Inspector from whom the appeal is taken. 

901.2 Special Excep~ions: To hear and decide the follol'/ing special 
exceptions: 

a. Permit the extension of a district where the boundary line of a 
district divides a lot or tract held in a single ownership at the 
time of passage of this Resolution. 

b. Permit the reconstruction of a nonconforming building which has been 
damaged by explosion, fire, act of God, or the public enemy, to the 
extent of more than sixty (60) percent of its fair market value where 
the Board fi nds some compe 11 i ng necess ity requi ri ng a conti nuance of 
the nonconforming use and the primary purpose of continuing the non-
conforming use is not to continue a monopoly. • 

c. Permit the modification of"the automobile parking space or loading 
space requirements where, in the particular instance, such modifica­
tion will not be inconsistent with the purpose and intent of such 
requirements; or permit (1) the Ivaiver of the requirement that 
automobil e parki ng space be provi ded on the same lot with a d\'/e 11 i ng, 

, if other suitable and convenient parking space is available within 
or without a building; or (2) the dual use of parking facilities 
(i.e. by stores during the day and theaters during the evening) pro­
vided there is no overlapping of use and the parking space require­
ments for each building or use are complied with during each period. 
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901.3 Vari ances I The Board sha 11 have the pov/er to hear and deci de 
such variances from the provisions or requirements of this Resolution 
as v/tll not be contrary to the publtc interest. rn authorizing a vari­
ance, the Board may attach conditions and require such guarantee or bond 
as it may deem necessary to assure compliance with the objectives of 
this Resolution. On appeal where there is unnecessary hardship, the 
Board may grant a variance in the application of the provisions of the 
Zoning Resolution only if all of the following findings are made: 

a. That there are unique physical circumstances or conditions, inclu­
ding irregularity, narrowness, or shallovtness of lot size or shape, 
or exceptional" topographical or other physical conditions generally 
created by the provisions of the Zoning Resolution in the neighbor­
hood or district in which the property is located. 

b. That because of such physical circumstances or conditions, there 
is no possibility that the property can be developed in strict 
conformity with the provisions of the zoning resolution and that 
the authorization of a variance is therefore necessary to enable 
the reasonable use of the property. 

c. That such unnecessary hardship has not been created by the appellant. 

d. That the variance, if authorized, will not alter the essential char­
acter of the neighborhood or district in which the property is 
located, nor substantially or permanently impair the appropriate 
use of development of adjacent property, nor be detrimental to the 
public v/elfare. 

e. That the variance, if authorized, will represent the minimum var­
iance that will afford relief and will represent the least modifi­
cation possible of the regulation in issue. 

901.4 Conditional Zoning Certificates: The Board of Zoning Appeals 
shall have the duty to hear and decide applications for conditional 
zoning certificates where they are permitted in Article 5 of this reso­
lution. It is recognized that an increasing number of new kinds of 
uses are appearing daily and that experience with some of the more 
conventional uses call for a more flexible procedure so that these 
uses might be accommodated in the Township. Due to the peculiar nature 
of some uses, it is felt that each use should be given more detailed 
consideration as it relates to location, design, size, method or oper­
ation, traffic movements, concentration of population, and the kinds 
of public facilities and services it requires. 

a. Requirements For Issuance of Conditional Zoning Certificates: The 
Board of Zoning Appeals shall establish beyond reasonable doubt·that the 
general standards pertinent to each conditional use indicated herein 
sha 11 be satisfi ed by the estab 1 i shment and operation of the proposed 
conditional use. The Board of Zoning Appeals may also impose such ad­
ditional conditions and safeguards as it deems necessary for the general 
I'/elfare, for the protection of individual property rights, and for in~ 
suring that the intent and objectives of this Resolution will be observed, 
including specific limitations as to future expansion. 
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1. General Regu-irements: The Board of Zoning Appeals shall reviel'/ the 
particular facts and circumstances of each proposed use in terms of the 
following standards and shall find adequate evidence that such use in 
the proposed 1 oca ti on! . 

a. Hi 11 be harmoni ous with and in accordance ~/i th the general object i ves 
or with any specific objective of a comprehensive plan (~/hether 
present or future); 

b. Hill be designed, constructed, operated, and maintained so as to be 
harmonious and appropriate in appearance with the existing or intended 
character of the genera 1 vici nity and that such a use will not change 
the essential character of the same area; 

c. Hill not be hazardous or disturbing to existing or future neighboring 
uses; 

d. ~Jill not be detrimental to property in the immediate vicinity or to 
the community as a 11ho 1 e; 

e. Hill be served adequately by essential public facilities and services; 

f. Hill be in compliance 11ith the Subdivision Regulations, the Board 
of Health Standards, and the Building Code if there are such require­
ments; 

g. Hi 11 have vehi cular approaches to the property ~/hi ch shall be so 
designated as not to create an interference with traffic on surround­
ing public streets or roads.

901.5 Additional Uses: If, by some oversight on the part of the Zoning 
Co~nission who drafted this resolution, a specific use is proposed that has 
not been provi ded for as either permi tted or condi tiona lly permi tted in 
any zoning district, then it shall be the responsibility of the Board 
to determine in ~/hich district(s) said specific Use shall be permitted 
or conditionally permitted. In making their determination, the Board 
shall consider. the nature of the proposed use and shall only assign this 
use to a district(s) ~/here uses of a similar nature are provided for. 
In addition, the Board may require such additional conditions and safe­
guards as it feels are necessary to uphold the intent of this Resolution: 
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. 'ARTICLE 10 - NONCONFORl'lING USES 

1000 PURPOSE 

The purpose of this section is to (1) define the legal status of build­
ings or land uses l'lhich do not conform to this Resolution but l'lhich ~Iere 
in operation prior to the enactment of this Resolution and (2) to provide 
either for the conversion of nonconforming uses into. conforming uses as 
soon as reasonably possible or for the eventual and equitable elimination, 

1001 NONCONFORMING USES 

1001.1 Any lawful uses of buildings and/or land existing at the effective 
date of this Resolution may be continued, even though such use does not con­
form to the District provisions. The addition to or enlargement of a non­
conforming building or structure shall be permitted provided such addition 
or enlargement does not exceed 20 per cent of the floor area contained in 
the original building or structure. All other requirements of the District 
(lot area, yards, etc.) shall be met unless a variance is obtaining. A non­
conforming use of land shall not be expanded or extended into any other 
portion of the lot or adjoining property. 

1001.2 Whenever the use of a building or land becomes nonconforming through 
a change in the amended Zoning Resolution or in the district boundaries, 
such use may be continued. 

1001.3 After the effective date of this Resolution a nonconforming use I'thich 
is discontinued for a period of two (2) years shall not again be used except 
in conformity with the regulations of the district in I·thich it is located. 

1001.4 A nonconforming use vthich has been damaged by fire, explosion, act 
of God, or the pub 1 i c enemy to the extent of 75 per cent or more of its 
reproduction value at the time of damage shall not be restored except in 
conformity I'lith the regulations of the distirct in which it is located. 
When damage by less than 75 per cent of its reproduction value, a nonconfor­
ming use may be repaired or reconstructed, and used as before the time of 
damage, provided such repairs or reconstruction are started I·tithin one (1) 
year of the date of such damage. 

1001.5 It is not the intention herein to classify as nonconforming, a use 
or building a11O\·ted in a district as a conditional use under the regulations 
of this Resolution. 

1001.6 Any building arranged, intended or designed for a nonconforming use 
the construction of l'lhich has been started at the time of the passage of this 
Resolution, but not completed, may be completed and put into such nonconfor­
ming use, provided it is done l'lithin one (1) year after this Resolution takes 
effect.

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1100 GENERAL 

ARTICLE 11 

ZONING COt'INISSION, BOARD OF TOHNSHIP TRUSTEES, 
DISTRICT CHANGES, AND RESOLUTION AMENDMENTS 

1100.1 Whenever the public necessity, convenience, general welfare or 
good zoning practices require, the Board of Trustees may, by resolution 
after receipt of recommendations thereof from the Zoning Con~ission, and 
subject to the procedures provided by law -- amend, supplement or change 
the regulations, district boundaries or classification of property, now 
or hereafter established by this Resolution or amendments thereof. It 
shall be the duty of the Commission to submit its recomnendations regard­
i ng all app 1 i ca ti ons or propos a 1 s for amendments or supplements to the 
Board of Trustees. 

1101 PROCEDURE FOR CHANGE IN ZONING DISTRICTS 

1101.1 Amendments or su lements to zoning resolution; rocedures; 
referendum: Amendments or supplements to tle zoning reso utlon may be 
initiated by motion of the to\~nship rural zoning commission, by the 
passage of a resolution thereof by the Board of TOl'tnship Trustees 
or by fil i ng of an app 1 i cati on therefor by one or more of the OI'lners 
or lessees of property I'lithin the area proposed to be changed or affected 
by the proposed amendment or suppl ement with the tOl'tnshi p zoni ng com­
mission. The Board of tOl'tnship trustees shall upon the passage of such 
resolution certify it to the township zoning commission. 

Upon the adoption of such motion, or the certification of such resolution 
or the filing of such application the township zoning commission 
shall set a date for a public hearing thereon, which date shall not 
be less than tl'lenty nor more thiJ.n forty days from the date of the certi­
fication of such resolution or the date of adoption of such motion or 
the date of the filing of such application. 

1101.2 Applications for any change of distl'ict boundaries or classifi­
cations of property as shown on the Zoning ~lap, shall be submitted to 
the Commission, as its public office, upon such forms, and sflall be ac­
companied by such data and information, as may be prescribed for that 
purpose by the Commission, so as to assure the fullest practicable 
presentation of facts for the permanent record, Each such application 
shall be verified by at least one of the mmers or lessees of property 
l'Iithin the area proposed to be reclassified, attesting to the truth 
and correctness of all facts and i nformati on presented I'li th the app 1 i­
cations. Applications for amendments initiated by the Commission shall 
be accompanied by its motion pertaining to such proposed amendment. 

1101.3 Names and address of adjacent property ol'lners: Any person or 
persons desiring a change in the zoning classification of property shall 
file with the application for such change, a statement giving the names 
and addresses of the m'iners of all properties lying I'lithin tl'lO hundred 
(200) feet of any part of the property the zoning classification of \'ihich 
is proposed to be changed. 
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1101. 4 Referra 1 of ro osed chan e to Re i ona 1 Pl anni n Commi ss i on: I'lith­
in five 5 ays after t e app icatlon for c ange in t e resolution or 
districts, the Zoning Commission shall transmit a copy thereof, together 
with text and map pertaining thereto to the Regional Planning Commission. 
The Regional Planning Commission shall recommend the approval or denial of 
the proposed amendment·or supplement of the approval or some modification 
thereof and shall submit such recornnendation to the Zoning Commission. 
Such recoJnnlendation shall be considered at the public hearing held by the 
Zoni ng Conuni ss i on on such proposed amendment or supplement. 

1101. 5 Pub 1 i c heari ng by Zoni ng Commi ss i on: Before submitting its recom­
mendation on a proposed amendment to the Board of Trustees, the Cornnission 
shall hold a public hearing thereon, notice of which shall be given by pub­
lication in a ne\'/spaper of general circulation in the To~mship at least 
fifteen (15) days before the date of hearing. The notice shall state the 
place or places and times at which the proposed amendment to the Resolution, 
including the text and maps, may be examined. 

l101. 6 Noti ce to property owners by Zoni ng Commi ss ion: If the proposed 
. amendment or supplement intends to rezone or redistrict ten or less par­
cels of land, as listed on the tax duplicate, ~/ritten notice of the hearing 
shall be mailed by the Zoning Commission, by first class mail, at least 
t~/enty days before the date of the pub 1 i c heari ng to all owners of prop­
erty \'/ithin and contiguous to and directly accross the street from sllch 
area proposed to be re-zoned or re-districted to the address of such owners 
appearing on the County Auditor's current tax list or the Treasurer's 
mailing list and to such other list or lists that may be specified by the 
Board of County Cornnissioners. The failure to notify, as provided in this 
secti on, shall not i nva 1 ida te any recommendati ons adopted hereunder; it 
being the intention of this section to provide, so far as may be possible, 
due notice to persons substantially interested in the proposed change that 
an application is pending before the Conunission, proposing to make a change 
in the Zoning District Map or the regulations set forth in this Resolution. 

1101.7 Action by Zoning Commission: The Commission may recommend that 
the application be granted as requested, or it may recommend a modification 
of the zoni ng amendment requested in the app 1 i cati on, or it may recoJnnlend 
that the application be not granted. These recommendations shall then be 
certified to the Board of Trustees within thirty (30) days after the hearing. . ~ 

1101.8 Public hearing by Board of Township Trustees: Hithin thirty (30) 
days after receiving from the Commission the certification of said recom­
mendations on the proposed amendment, and before adoption of such amendment, 
the Board of Trustees shall hold a public hearing thereon, at least fifteen 
(15) days' notice of the time and place of which shall be given by publi­
cation in a newspaper or general circulation in the Tm·mship once a week 
for two weeks. The notice shall state the place or places and times at 
which the proposed amendment to the Resolution, including text and maps; 
may be examined and other notices as required by state statutes. 



1101.9 Action of Board of Township Trustees: Within t~lenty (20) days 
after receiving from the Commission certification of the recommendations 
on the proposed amendment and after holding the public hearing, the Board 
of TO\~nship Trustees shall consider such recommendations and vote on the 
passage of the proposed amendment to the text of the Resolution or Zoning 
District Map. The Board of TO~lnship Trustees may overrule the recommenda­
tions of the Commission by unanimous vote of the full membership of the 
Board of To~mship Trustees. 

1102 APPLICATION FEES 

1102.1 At the time that an application for change of zoning districts 
if filed with the Commission, as provided herein, a fee as established 
by the Board of Townshi p Trustees sha 11 be requi red. 



ARTICLE 12 ~ ENPORCEt1ENT 

1200 ZONING INSPECTOR 

1200.1 It shall be the duty of the T0\1nship Zoning Inspector, who shall 
be appointed by the Board of Trustees, to enforce this Resolution. It 
shall also be the duty of all officials and employees of the township to 
assist the Zoning Inspector by reporting to him upon new construction, 
reconstruction, or land uses. 

1200.2 Appeal from the decision of the Zoning Inspector may be made to 
the Board of Appeals.as provided herein. 

1201 ZONING CERTIFICATES 

1201.1 It sha 11 be un 1 al'/ful for an O\-mer to use or to permit the use 
of any structure, building or land, or part thereof, hereafter created, 
erected, changed, converted or enlarged, wholly or partly, until a zoning 
certificate shall have been issued by the Zoning Inspector. It shall be 
the duty of the Zoning Inspector to issue a certificate, provided he is 
satisfied that the structure, building or premises, and the proposed .use 
thereof conform ~Iith all the requi rements of th is Reso 1 uti on, No permit 
for excavation, construction or reconstruction shall be issued by the 
Zoning Inspector unless the plans, specifications and the intended use 
conform to the provisions of this Resolution. 

1201. 2 Upon I-witten request from the 0l1ner or tenant, the Zoni ng I nspec~ 
tor shall issue a zoning certificate for any building or premises existing 
at the time of enactment of this Resolution certifying, after inspection, 
the extent and kind of use made of the building or premises and whether 
such use conforms to the provisions of this Resolution. No charge shall 
be made for issuing a zoning certificate in accordance ~Iith this paragraph. 

1202 CONDITIONS UNDER YlHICH CERTIFICATES ARE REQUIRED 

A zoni ng certifi ca te sha 11 be requi red for any of the fo 11 owi ng, except 
as herein provided; 

(a) Construction or structural alteration of any building, including 
accessory buildi ngs. ~ 

(b) Change in use of an existing building or accessory building·to a 
use of a different classification. 

{c} Occupancy and use of vacant land. 

(d) Change in the use of land to a use of a different classification. 

vI{e} Any change in the use of nonconforming use. 

(f) A zoning certificate shall be required for all lawful nonconforming 
uses of land or buildings created by adoption of this Resolution or 
any amendments.

1203 ApPUCAnON AND ISSUANCE OF ZONING CERTIFICATE 

1203.1 Written application shall be made for a zoning certificate for 
the constr.uction of a new building or the alteration of an existing build-

. ing. Said certificate shall be issued within ten (10) days after a written 
request for the same has been made to the Zoning Inspector or his agent, 
provided such construction or alteration is in conformity with the provi­
sions of this Resolution. 

1203.2 Written application for a zoning certificate for the use of 
vacant land, or for a change in the use of land or of a building, or for 
a change in a nonfonforming use, as herein provided, shall be made to 
the Zoning Inspector. If the proposed use is in conformity with the 
provisions of this Resolution, the certificate therefor shall be issued 
within sixteen (16) days after the application for same has been made. 

1203.3 Every application for a zoning certificate shall be accompanied 
by a plot plan in duplicate, and such other plans as may be necessary to 
show the location and type of buildings to be erected or alterations to 
be made. 

Ca) Each plan shall sho\~: 

1. The street providing access to the lot and the exact location 
of the lot in relation to the nearest cross street. 

2. The name of the concerned lot plan, if any, and the lot numbers 
of the concerned and abutting properties. 

3. The actual dimensions of the lot, the yard and other open 
space dimensions thereof, and the location and size of any 
existing structure thereon. 

4. The lo~ation and size of the proposed structure and/or the 
proposed enlargement of the existing structure. 

5. Any other information which in the judgment of the Zoning 
Inspector may be necessary to provide for the enforcement of 
this Resolution. . 

(b) Each pran shall bear statements declaring: • 

(c) 

1. That no part of the land involved in the application has been. 
previously used to provide required yard space or lot area for 
another structure. 

2. Which abutting land was formerly that of the o~mer of the land 
involved in the application, and, if any, the approximate date 
of title transfer. 

Hhere complete and accurate information is not readily avaialable 
from existing records, the Zoning Inspector may require the appli­
cant to furnish a survey of the lot by a registered engineer or 
surveyor. , 



(d) Each property owner or authorized agent may be required to attest 
to the correctness of the statements and data furnished with the 
application. 

ee) A file of such applications and plans shall be kept in the office 
of the Zoning Inspector. 

1204 FEE FOR ZONING CERTIFICATES 

1204.1 A fee, as established by the Board of Township Trustees, shall 
accompany each application for a zoning certificate. 

1204.2 The Zoni ng Inspector shall forthwith depos it all fees wi th the 
Tmmship Clerk who shall credit such fees to the credit of the Zoning 
Pund of the Tovmship. 

1204.3 Every zoning certificate shall state that the building or the 
proposed use of a building or land complies with all provisions of law. 
A record of all zoning certificates shall be kept on file in the Office 
of the Zoning Inspector or his agent, and copies shall be furnished upon 
request to any person having proprietary or tenancy interest in the build­
ing or land affected. 

1205 VIOLATIONS AND PENALTIES 

It shall be unlawful to locate, erect, construct, reconstruct, enlarge, 
change, maintain or use, any building or land in violation of any regula­
tion in or any provisions of this Resolution or any amendment or supple­
ment thereto adopted by the Board of Trustees. Any person, firm or corp­
oration violating any regulation thereto, shall be deemed guilty of a 
misdemeanor and, upon conviction thereof, shall be fined not more than one ' 
hundred dollars ($100). Each and every day during which such illegal lo­
cation, erection, construction, reconstruction, enlargement, change, main­
tenance, or use continues, may be deemed a separate offense. 

1206 VIOLATIONS - REt'IEDIES 

1206.1 Any certificate issued upon a false statement of any fact v/hich 
is ma teri alto the issuance thereof sha 11 be void. Hhenever the fact of 
such false statement shall be established to the satisfactio~ of the Board 
of TO\1nship Trustees, the certificate shall be revoked by notice in v/riting 
to be delivered to the holder of the void certificate upon the premises 
concerned, or, if such holder be not found there, by posting the said 
notice of revocation in some conspicuous place upon the said premises. 
Any person vlho shall proceed thereafter with such work or use wi thout 
having obtained a new certificate in accordance with this Resolution shall 
be deemed guilty of violation thereof. 

1206.2 In case any building is or is proposed to be located, erected, 
constructed, reconstructed, enlarged, changed, maintained or used or any 
land is or is proposed to be used in violation of this Resolution or any 
amendment or supplement thereto, the Zoning Inspector, County Prosecutor, 
or any adjacent or nei ghbori ng property OI'/Iler who woul d be especi a lly 
damaged by such violation, in addition to other remedies provided by 
law, may institute injunction, mandamus, abatement, or any other appro­
priate action, actions, proceeding or proceedings to prevent, enjoin, 
abate or remove such unl awful 1 ocati on, erecti on, cons trllcti on, recons truc·· 
tion, enlargement, change, maintenance or use.
