— 6:33 p.m. by President Charles B. Scotf; the pledge of allegiance was recited, with Mr. Scotf, Ms. Dianne
i M. Rozak and Mr. David M. Hirt. Also present Fiscal Officer Shelley Seamen, Road Superintendent Brett

Waldron, Police Chief Mike Meisler, Fire Chief Keith Kahler, and Zoning & Planning Administrator Kathryn
Dale.

Visitors in attendance were Brad Biers, John Paul Dress, and Margaret Klaehn.

Approval of the Minutes
Mr. Scott moved fo approve the minutes of the special and regular meetings held on January 28,
2015 as presented. Mr. Hirt seconded the motion. The vote was unanimous and motion.

Correspondence

The Trustees received a flyer to purchase a Peninsula News subscription at a 25% savings.

The Trustees received an invitation to attend the upcoming “Disaster Volunteer Coalition” open
houses being sponsored in Erie, Huron, and Ottawa Counties during the months of February and March
2015. : '
The Honerable Judge Frederick C. Hany |l sent a copy of the 2014 Annual Report for the Ottawa
County Municipal Court.

The Ohio Township Association sent a copy of their February 2015 Grassroots Clippings
newsletter.

The Final Determinations to exempt real property for Fire Station's 1 & 2 were received and
exemptions for Parcel #014-20881-34272-001 and Parcel#014-19093-26086-000 were granted.

Time Warner Cable sent notice that the Franchise Fee for 2014 was $49,955.94; a check
accompanied the notice. Franchise fees received from 2011 to 2014 were as follows 2011-$50,485.43,
2012-$54,439.33, 2013-$58,505.54, and 2014-$57326.66.

The Trustees received the District & Executive Election Ballot for Township Representative. The
Board discussed and agreed that Mr. Scott would represent the Board, complete and return said ballot in
the envelope that was provided. ’

Roads, Buildings, & Grounds

Road Superintendent Brett Waldron reported that 1 full burial service was conducted at Sackett
Cemetery. In the matter of repairing the fence at Sackett, Mr. Scott stated the he is still making contact
with the adjacent land owner.

Mr. Waldron announced that David Price Metal Services completed the brush grinding today, road
salt was delivered and the staff has kept very busy with several significant winter storms.

Mr. Waldron asked for direction regarding the Township's propane vendor, since the computerized
system AmeriGas uses to detect when propane is to be delivered failed again, which left the Township Hall
building and garages without heat.

Discussion between the Trustees and Mr. Waldron resulted that shopping for a new vendor will be
explored.

Fiscal Officer Shelley Seamon was asked if the Township had a contractual agreement with
AmeriGas. Mrs. Seamnon responded that she was not aware of a contractual agreement with AmeriGas.

Police
Police Chief Mike Meisler reported that during the month of January the Police Depariment handled

316 incidents. Chief Meisler also reported that the Police Department handled 113 incidents to date in
February.

Chief Meisler shared that the assembiy hosted by Danbury Local Schools in the auditorium on
Friday, January 30, 2015 to honor local law enforcement was well received and attended. (Hero’s in Blue
- Day). Chief Meisler indicated that the department received a DVD of the assembly, hand crafted police
cars and thank-you ¢ards that were made by the elementary students.

Fire
Fire Chief Keith Kahler reported that during the month of January the Fire Department responded
to 50 EMS calls, 3 fire calls, 3 motor vehicle crashes, 1 alarm call, and 1 carbon monoxide investigation.
Chief Kahler also reported that the Fire Department has responded to 11 EMS calls, 1 fire call, 2 motor
vehicle crashes, and 2 carbon monoxide investigations to date in February.

BWC Safety Grant Application Update
Chief Kahler acknowledged that he has received confirmation from BWC that the Safety Grant
application was received. Chief Kahler reiterated that the grant would assist with the cost to purchase 2
Power Loading Systems for 2 of the Fire Departments ambulances.
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Approve Fire Dept. Vehicle Purchase & Outfit

Chief Kahler presented a quote to purchase a 2015 Fard Utility Police Inceptor for the Fire
Department from Statewide Ford of Van Wert Ohio. The cost of the vehicle with options totaled
$26.079.00.

Chief Kahler also presented an outfitting quote for the vehicle that totaled $4,619.55 from D.R. Ebe
Police & Fire Equipment of Northwood Chio.

The Trustees and Chief Kahler discussed the matter. Discussion resulted in the following actions:
Ms. Rozak moved to purchase a 2015 Ford Utility Police Inceptor for the Fire Dept. from StateWide Ford of
Van Wert Chio at a cost not to exceed $26,079.00 and to contract with D.R. Ebel Police & Fire Equipment
of Northwood, Ohio to outfit the 2015 Ford Utility Police Inceptor at a cost not to exceed $4,619.55. Mr. Hirt
seconded the motion. The vote was unanimous and motion carried.

Chief Kahler expressed interest in attending the Ohio Fire Chief Assaciation Winter Symposium
and Legislative Event in Columbus Ohio from March 17 -18, 2015.

2015. Mr. Hirt seconded the motion. The vote was unanimous and motion carried.

Signage at Fire Station 1

Brad Biers and Chief Kahler provided the Board with a guote from Brady Signs of Sandusky, Ohio;

The quote
totaled $31,279.00 and the Danbury Township Volunteer Firefighter's Association proposed to split the cos
50/50 with the Township. . '

The Trustees discussed that matter and agreed that Chief Kahler and Brad Biers would meet with
Mrs. Dale to discuss sign regulations. Mrs. Seamon will contact the County Prosecutor regarding if this
project requires bidding.

Zoning & Planning Administrator Kathryn Dale reported that during the month of January 10 permit
applications were processed and the Zoning Department responded to 366 calls, e-mails, and in-person

inquires and went on 84 site visits. Mrs. Dale also reported that the Zoning Department has notf issued an
permits to date in February.

Final Plat of Harbor Bay Estates Plat 5
Mrs. Dale shared that the Regional Planning Commission will be discussing a Final Plat for Harbo
Bay Estates to parcel off 4.696 acres from the development to eventually sell to the Archeological
Conservancy as a result of the Memorandum of Agreement Amendment (referred to as MOAA hereafter).
Mrs. Dale indicated that in order for the developer to retain the density they were approved in 2013 for
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condominiums a variance from the Board of Zoning Appeals will have fo be granted, which is scheduled to
be heard the night following the Regional Planning meeting.

Mrs. Dale stated that if the plat is approved, but the variance is not, then the developer will either
have to come to some other agreement with the MOAA or they will have to revise their density proposal to
conform to the zoning requirements.

Complaints and/or Violations

1070 Englebeck-nothing new was reported regarding an inhabited camper and storage of boats
and vehicles.

Blighted, unsafe sfructure at 10498 Englebeck, Mrs. Dale reported that after speaking with Jeffrey
Stopar of Eastman & Smith (also referred to as legal counsel hereafter throughout), they advise that if the
Board is in favor of possibly having to pursue full abatermnent, Mrs. Dale needs to send a letter {o the owners
of record notifying them of the County Building Departrent's determination and provide them with the
opportunity to have a hearing with the Board to discuss the corrective actions they need to take ( tear down
or board up). Mrs. Dale suggested that the Board allow her {o send this letter tomorrow and schedule the
hearing for the next Trustee meeting (February 25, 2015).

Mrs. Dale also reported that legal counsel has advised, that a special meeting does not need to be
held prior to the Trustees regular meeting or published, and the hearing can be opened during the regular
meeting. Mrs. Dale shared that she had confirmed with the County Building Department will be available -
and present for the hearing.

Mrs. Dale explained that at the February 25, 2015 hearing, she would suggest giving the owners
until March 11, 2015 fo rectify the issue on their own,

Mrs. Dale stated that failure to do so by that date, would allow then on the Trustees meeting night
March 11, 2015, passage of a resolution and the following day she would send out the “intent to proceed
letter” to the cwners, which then will provide them legally ancther 30 days to correct the issues before the
Township enters the property to demolish the home.

Mrs. Dale shared that this will give the owners a total of 45 days + 1o correct the issue and would
put the Township into the middie/end of April for a demoliion date. Mrs. Dale indicated that she can
expedite this by sending the owners their 30 day notice of the Township’s intent to proceed on February 26,
2015, which means then it puts the Township on track for an end of March 2015 demolition of the home.

Mrs. Dale stated that the Township is required to notify any lien holders as well and indicated a title
search will have to be done.

The Trustees and Mrs. Dale discussed information gathered should the Board proceed to abate.
The costs for demolition ranged from $7,500.00 up to $11,800.00. it was noted that there is asbestos
present in the siding and shingling of the home. The scope of work includes demolition of the home,
removal of debris, permitting from the County, filling-in the basement, re-grading and grass seeding, unless
otherwise noted. See below:

Discussion concluded and since a formal complaint was not filed, the Trustees asked Mrs. Dale to
send the owners of the property a courtesy letter regarding that it is the Township’s intent to abate and
demolish the home located at 1049 Englebeck because the structure is unsafe and asbestos is present.

Ligations

Mrs. Dale explained that oral arguments for the Steinbrick case have not been scheduled and on
January 30, 2015 she received the formal decision from the Ottawa County Court of Common Pleas that
upheld the Board of Zoning Appeals decision to grant the variance to Willow Bend Resort for their
recreational camp expansion.

' Final Budget Discussion

Mrs. Seamon stafed that she intended to have the Annual Budget prepared for passage, however
because the Board choose to discuss final budgets at tonight's meeting, she did not feel it was fiscally
responsible to act on the budget in the same meeting.

Mrs. Seamon shared that the 2017 Land Use Plan costs were incorparated into the general fund
budget and asked for direction from the Board regarding donations in 2015. Mrs. Seamon stated that
currently $200.00 was budgeted to assist with the cost of flags for Memorial Day.

Each Trustee shared his or her opinion regarding a goodwill donation for the SR 163 Culvert
replacement project adjacent to Lake Point Park. Expression of opinions resulted in the Board agreeing
not to donate.

Mrs. Seamon also spoke about the Cemetery improvements that had be discussed such as fencing
and the possibility of tar and chipping the driveway.

Mrs. Seamon stated that under the direction of the Board she has created line items to allow
fulltime Fire Department personnel to purchase uniforms items as the law enforcement personnel have in
their budget. Mrs. Seamon reminded the Board that there was no official policy for the Fire Department
personnel regarding what may be purchased as there was for the Police Department.
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Comments and Concerns Prior to Dismal of the Department Heads
There were none.

The Department Heads were dismissed at 7:20 p.m.

Time Warner Agreement
Discussion regarding the Time Warner Agreement fo bundle telephone, internet, and cable
services for the Township was tabled again because a revised agreement from the County Prosecutor
Mark Mulligan was received, however it was unclear if the final contract was stamped with Mr. Mulligan’s
approval. Mr. Scott will follow-up with Mr. Mulligan.

Shared Service with Danbury Local School
Mr. Scott provided a brief update regarding partnering with Danbury Local Schools for fuelling of
Township vehicles since the school is installing a digital fueling system that will allow them to individually
frack fueling of all vehicles and purchase fuel in bulk. Mr. Scott stated the affected employees of Danbury
Township will be issued fueling cards once the program is up and running.

" Employee Developmental Training

Ms. Rozak reported that another type of employee developmental training that is more safety
orientated for police and firefighters is being explored. Ms. Rozak stated that she would be contacting Dr.
John Lewtun and more information will be available for the next regular meefing.

No action was taken to have Scott Warrick provide another session of employee developmental
training on March 4, 2015.

Mrs. Seamon asked if the Township was under any contractual obligation to have Mr. Warrick

© provide a second employee developmental training.

Ms. Rozak stated that there was no confractual agreement with Mr. Warrick to provide a second

employee developmental training for Danbury Township.

AED Grant Opportunity

Trustee Dianne Rozak reported that the Ottawa County Community Foundation has grant
oppoertunities for funds to purchase a portable AED for a patrol car of the Police Department.

Ms. Rozak explained that Fire Chief Kahler has provided her details to purchase a portable AED.

Ms. Rozak volunteered to write the grant if the Board wanted to pursue this grant opportunity.

The Trustees discussed the matter and agreed, Ms. Rozak should proceed to write the grant. It
was also discussed that the intent of the Board was to eventually equip all patrol cars with portable AED’s,|-
however purchases may be dependent upon the availability of grant opportunities.

Approve Safety Congress Expo Conference Attendance

Trustee Dianne Rozak reviewed the information regarding Cheryl Harmsen’ s attendance to the
Safety Congress Expo in Columbus, Ohio beginning March 31 ending April 2™ , 2015.
