The Regular Meeting of the Danbury Township Board of Trustees held at the Danbury Township
Hall on September 14, 2016, was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by President Charles B. Scott.

The pledge of allegiance was recited.

A moment of silence was held in remembrance of those who lost their lives on September 11",
2001,

The roll being called upon with the following members were present: Mr. David M. Hirt, Ms. Dianne
M. Rozak and Mr. Charles B. Scott.

Also present were, Fiscal Officer Shelley Seamon, Road Superintendent Brett Waldron, Police
Chief Mike Meisler, Fire Chief Keith Kahler and Zoning & Planning Administrator Kathryn Dale.

Visitors in attendance were Cheryl Harner, Carrie Sullivan, and Thomas Canncen.

Approval of Meeting Minutes for August 24th, 2016
Mr. Scoft moved and Mr. Hirt seconded the motion to approve the regular meeting minutes of
August 24, 2016 as presented. The vote was unanimous and motion carried.

Correspondence

A brochure regarding *SharedWork Ohio” was received from Job & Family Services.
Judy Smolk, of the Ottawa County Holiday Bureau, Danbury Township sent a lefter addressed to
Police Chief Mike Meisler regarding needing assistance on Tuesday, December 6" 2016 to move food for
the bureau again this year, and thanked him for helping last year.

Patrolman Brad LaMarca received verbal commendations (that was documented in writing on
B/26/16 by Patrol Officer LaMarca) for Officers Charfie Cunningham and Matthew Shark from Mr.
Commaodore Burel for their professionalism during an incident they handled on August 207, 2016.

The Grassrocts Clippings newsletter was received from the Ohio Township Association.

The “Employer Digest’ newsletter was received from the Chio Police & Fire Pension Fund.

A recycling drop-off infrastructure grant application was received from the Joint Solid Waste
Management District.

The Marblehead Peninsula Chamber of Commerce membership renewal was received.

Sara Toris, Director of the Ottawa County Veterans Service Office in conjunction with the Ottawa
County Commissioners sent a letter requesting information about veteran cemeteries and/or monuments
within Danbury Township. The letter explained that the veteran’s office and the commissioners are in the
brocessing of assessing all cemeteries and/or monuments erected to the memory of veterans within
Ottawa County.  Mr. Waldron will respond to Mrs. Toris.

ODOT District Deputy Director Todd M. Audet sent an informational letter regarding updates o the
Statewide Transportation Improvement Program, which is conducted on a biannual basis.

Roads, Buildings, & Grounds

Road Superintendent Brett Waldron reported that one cremation burial occurred at Sackett
Cemetery.

On September 10, 2016, he and a representative of the Black Swamp Conservancy conducted the
annual walk/inspection of Meadowbrook Marsh.

The Athletic Complex has been switched over te soccer and football to accommodate fall sports.

Mr. Waldron explained that Pastor Chris Young of St. Paul's & St. John's Lutheran churches
requested permission to clean up trash at Meadowbrook Marsh on September 18, 2016 for their community
volunteer project.

Mr. Waldron shared the waiver of liability form for Township Activities was completed and indicated
the form was given to Trustee Scott.

Mr. Scott spoke briefly about the community service project for the churches and acknowledged
that he had received the waiver of liability form. Mr. Scott stated he would obtain signatures from the
church members who participate with the clean-up project at Meadowbrook Marsh.

Police
Mr. Scott read the report submitted by Police Chief Mike Meisler that listed his department handled
172 incidents during the month of August and 241 incidents to date in September.

Chief Meisler reported that Safety Town was held last Monday at Danbury Local Schools and
hanked the maintenance department for helping with setup and teardown for the event. Chief Meisler
ftated that the event was very successful and the mat for the event still looks brand new.
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Chief Meisler explained that the 2™ vehicle budgeted for his department was in at Port Clinton Ford
and is ready to be picked up, which is about a month and a half of schedule.

Chief Meisler announced that Officer Brad LaMarca will attend D.A.R.E. Officer training Monday
thru Friday over the next two weeks and be home on the weekends and stated that he and Detectlve
Sergeant Mark Meisler will attend the graduation ceremony for Officer LaMarca on September 30", 2016.

Chief Meisler acknowledged that the Perkins Township Police Department and Board of Trustees
of Perkins Township will be honoring himself and Detective Sergeant Mark Meisler at either their Trustee
meeting on September 27", 2016 or October 11", 2016 for their assistance with the Holmes homicide that
occurred in Perkins Townshlp Chief Meisler stated that Certificates of Appreciation will be presented to
himself and Detective Sergeant Mark Meisler for Officers Charlie Cunningham and John Belcher as they
also assisted with this incident.

Fire
Mr. Scott read the report that Fire Chief Keith Kahler submitted that llsted the details of the calls th j:
fire department had handled in the month of August, to date in September as well as the year to date totals

Completion of the 2015 Turnout Gear Purchase
Chief Kahler reported that the year to purchase the 45 set of turnout gear from Fire Safety
Services has expired and the cost per set is now $1,694.00 versus $1,620.00, Chief Kahler stated that
purchasing 4 sets at $1,694.00 is what is needed at the time; therefore it will complete the Township's
commitment of purchasing 45 sets of turnout gear from Fire Safety Services. Chief Kahler informed the
Trustees that add'l sets will be need for the add’l personnel sometime in the future.

Mr. Scott read the informational letter prepared by Fiscal Officer Shelley Seamon, which
acknowledged that the purchase order for the turnout gear, which was carried over from 2015 was PO #
175-2015 and the balance in PO #175-2015 was $9,720.00. The letter also acknowledged if the Board
choose to move forward to purchase 4 sets of tumout gear at the higher cost that a motion to do so was
necessary as was a motion to close PO #175-2015 because the balance left was no longer needed.

After clarifying that Chief Kahler was purchasing 4 sets of turnout gear at the increased cost of
31,694.00 per set, the following actions were taken:

Mr. Scott moved and Ms. Rozak seconded the motion to purchase 4 sets of turnout gear from Fire
Safety Services at a cost of $1,694.00 per sets or $6,776.00 and acknowledged that this purchase will be
disbursed from PO #175-2015. The vote was unanimous and motion carried.

Mr. Scott moved and Mr. Hirt seconded the motion to close PO #175-2015 in the amount of
$2,944.00 since these funds are no longer needed, since purchasing the 4 sets of turnout gear at the
higher cost completed the Township commitment to Fire Safety Services. The vote was unanimous and
motion carried.

Appointments of Fire Department Personnel

Ms. Rozak moved and Mr. Hirt seconded the motion to appoint Donald McCune as a FFIlIf EMTB ty
the Danbury Township Volunteer Fire Department effective September 23, 2016, at a rate of $11.85 per
hour, with per response pay set at $10.61 per response. The vote was unanimous and motion carried.

Mr. Scott moved and Mr. Hirt seconded the motion to appoint Collin Armstrong as a Probationary
FF to the Danbury Township Volunteer Fire Department (Note: Mr, Armstrong is not paid until he attains
certification) and appoint Scott Hites as a Volunteer FF/Paramedic to the Danbury Township Volunteer Fire
Department at a rate of $11, 85 per hour, with per response pay set at $10.61 per response. Both
appeintments are effective September 14, 2016. The vote was unanimous and motion carried.

Shipping & Handling Costs to Zoll Medical Corp Approved
Ms. Rozak moved and Mr. Hirt seconded the motion to approve the add’l cost of $36.72 for the
shipping and handling for the X-series cardiac monitor recently approved, therefore increasing the overall
cost of the X-series cardiac monitor to payable to Zoll Medical Corp to $26,712.70 from $26,675.98 that
was approved previously. The vote was unanimous and motion carried.
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Benefit Discussion
Chief Kahler informed that Board that some of the parents of Danbury Local Schools would like to
use Fire Station 2 to hold a pancake breakfast benefit for the Miller children whose mother unexpectedly
passed away.

The Trustees asked if the facility was equipped for such an event and alse questioned parking
space as well.

Chief Kahler explained that Fire Station 2 is equipped to handle the benefit and the adjacent
property owner does allow the department to use the parking lot. Chief Kahler also explained that he and
his staff are willing to help with the benefit also.

The Trustees were concerned about liability; therefore they will consult with the Township's
property and liability insurance carrier prior to making & decision.

Promotions
Chief Kahler announced that Timothy W. Almendinger was promoted to Assistant Fire Chief and
Matthew Salyers was promoted to Captain.

Zoning
Zoning & Planning Administrator Kathryn Dale reported that 25 permits were issued during the
month of August, fees collected totaled $2,266.00, 7 Board of Zoning Appeals cases were heard, 92 site
visits were conducted, and staff responded to 897 calls, emails and in-person inquires. Mrs. Dale also
reported that to date in September, 12 permits have been issued and fees collected totaled $794.84.

With regret, Ms. Rozak moved and Mr. Hirt seconded the motion to accept the resignation of
Uohn William Smith from his Board of Zoning Appeals member position effective October 20, 2016.
The vote was unanimous and motion carried. (Note: Mr. Smith's term was set to expire on December
B1, 2017).

Reappointment

Based on the recommendation of Zoning & Planning Administrator Kathryn Dale, Ms. Rozak
moved and Mr. Hirt seconded the motion to reappoint Joseph Fetzer as a Board of Zoning Appeals
member to fulfill Mr. Smiths unexpired term ending December 31, 2017 as a Board of Zoning Appeals
member effective October 20, 2016. Therefore, vacating his alternate position from the Board of
Voning Appeals effective October 20, 2016. The vote was unanimous and motion carried. (Note: Mr.
Fetzer's alternate position term was set to expire on December 31, 2017).

The Trustees and Mrs. Dale discussed the applications she received from Michael Brown and
Cathy Bertovich regarding their interest to serve on either Zoning Board as well as the expected
resignation of Zoning Commission member Kathy Radabaugh.

Discussion of the matter resulted as Ms. Rozak and Mrs. Dale will meet with Cathy Bertovich
regarding her application. The Board will consider Mr. Browns appointment once Kathy Radabaugh’ s
resignation is received and but not until after the Lakeside case has been decided by the Zoning
Commission.

The Zoning Commission will hold public hearings at the Danbury Township Hall on
Dctober 5, 2016 beginning at 6:30 p.m. on the following cases provided they have received
decisions for each case from the Ottawa County Regional Planning Commission who will consider
bach case on Tuesday, September 20, 2016.

Mrs. Dale provided an updated regarding the FEMA Great Lakes Coastal Flood Study draft
maps presented at the meeting she attended today at the Oak Harbor Library. Information

regarding the FEMA Great Lakes Coastal Flood Study draft maps will be posted on the Township’s
website,

Mrs. Dale presented a new zoning fee schedule recommendation, which compared fees
from county townships with zoning.

Committee reports concluded and Mr. Scott asked if anyone in attendance had and
comments or cencerns for the department heads before they were dismissed.

Carrie Sullivan asked the Board to consider changing the transient rental policy for the
qunsh:p and presented her case to the Board. Discussion of the matter occurred and resulted
with the Trustees declining to change the transient rental policy.
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Cheryl Hamer invited the Trustees and Fiscal Officer to attend the Flora-Quest Wetland

Workshop at Wesley Lodge on Friday, September 30, 2016 and spoke briefly with the Board about
Meadowbrook Marsh.

Thomas Cannon voiced concern regarding the amount of dust that is generated on the
ravel road next to Peninsula Motel, which is adjacent to Peninsula Campground where Mr.
annon resides. Mr. Cannon asked the Trustees if there was anything they could do to help him
ith the dust situation. Discussion was held and resulted that the Township does not have

jurisdiction to govern private roads. Mr. Scott stated that he will do some investigating to see if

here is any information available to help this matter. Ms. Rozak suggested contacting the Board of
Health or the EPA.

There were no more comments or concerns, therefore the department heads were
dismissed at 7:43 p.m.
Ohio History Connection Grant
Ms. Rozak reported that the Ohio History Connection grant for the Keeper's House exterior
wall restoration was submitted online and the Township will be notified if the grant is award in
February 2017.
2017 Budget Meeting Dates & Times

Mrs. Seamon asked the Trustees to consider meeting individually with the department heads to
discuss their 2017 budgets, because doing them altogether in the work session format is very over
whelming. Mrs. Seamon shared that she does not want to cause overtime, but she feels it is necessary to
discuss the budgets individually, o look at each fund balance, review spending habits, and be accountable
0 the tax payers. :

Mrs. Seamon expressed that she is accountable, she put in the work on the budget, it seems like
here are a lot of supplemental appropriations, which shouldn’t happen as often if the budgets are being
ollowed.

The Trustees agreed o talk with the department heads regarding sefting dates and times to
discuss their 2017 budgets starting in October.

Ohio Insurance Services Agency- Health Benefits
Mrs. Seamon provided the Trustees with the healthcare renewal, option 1 was a flat 12.4%
premium increase, and option 2 was a 6.2% premium increase with @ monthly or lump sum assessment of
debt recovery (ADR). The monthly ADR was $1,583.46 and the lump sum ADR was $19,000.00.

Mrs. Seamon acknowledged that Ohio Insurance Services Agency was offering a new OPEC Life
nsurance Program through Standard, which had more benefits and a “No age reduction until age 70",

hich would affect Trustee Hirt. Mrs. Seamon provided the Trustees the current Anthem Life Program and
the new OPEC Life Insurance Program through Standard and stated she did not know if the Township was
still able to enroll in the new plan, however her concern was if changing plans would cause the Public
Officials to have a mid-term increase.

Mrs. Seamon shared that the dental premiums will increase 2.5% on January 1, 2017 and indicated
that vision premiums will have a 0% renewal and a two year rate lock.

Mrs. Seamon spoke to the Trustees about contracting with Ohio Insurance Service Agency to
prepare the necessary tax forms, which are needed because of the Affordable Care Act and Obama Care.
Mrs. Seamon stated that the agreement to have the Ohic Insurance Service Agency prepare the necessary
tax forms must acted on and returned by October 15, 2016 and she recommended having Ohio Insurance
Service prepare the forms again this year.

Mrs. Seamon explained to the Board that she was approached by several employees regarding if
the Trustees had shopped for healthcare and acknowledged that some of the employees are not happy
that they have to pay a portion of the premium for their health benefits.

The Trustees discussed the information presented and agreed implementing the employee share
was to be accountable for taxpayer dollars. Ms. Rozak agreed to contact Frank Harmon regarding if the
Township may enroll in the OPEC Life Insurance Program since the deadline to respond had expired and
what the rates are for this program.

— Property & Liability Insurance Renewal

The Trustees and Mrs. Seamon reviewed the renewal application for the property & liability renewal
administered by Hylant Administrative Services. Mr. Scoft will work with Mrs. Seamon on the data breach
questions and add replacement costs for the signage throughout the Township.
The Trustees agreed that Mrs. Seamon was authorized to sign the renewal on behalf of the
Township.

Approve Payroll & Payment of Bills

After examining payroll and bills totaling $97,886.29, Mr. Scott moved and Mr. Hirt seconded the
motion that they are accepted and warrants or electronic transfers for the various amounts be processed.
The vote was unanimous and motion carried.
