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Executive Summary 

 
ODH-confirmed COVID-19 cases, hospitalizations, and deaths continued to trend upward. According 

to ODH, 895 (+93) of the 3,312 (+410) confirmed cases are currently hospitalized.  

Alternate Care Site location assessments continue at the local level, being conducted by County EMAs 

and healthcare regions in preparation to meet medical needs associated with projected hospitalization 

surge. Potential locations will be evaluated by the Joint Engineering Assessment Teams (led by Ohio 

National Guard) to determine final suitability.  

Workgroups continue to plan for assessed medical surge, personal protective equipment, 

quarantine, and congregate care needs. Guidance on the use of Higher Education Facilities for 

COVID-19 Response was provided by the Quarantine Workgroup to County EMAs.
