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Executive Summary 

 
Over the past 24 hours, the increases in new cases (+511) and deaths (+37) were higher than the five-

day average, while hospitalizations (+81) and ICU admissions (+23) were lower than the five-day 

average. According to ODH, 2,237 of the 7,791 confirmed cases have been hospitalized.  

On-hand PPE was distributed to ODRC facilities to support ongoing operations. ODRC reports 16 facilities 

reporting confirmed cases among its staff and/or incarcerated population.  

State EOC Workgroups continue to plan and support County EMA efforts in the realms of protective 

equipment, medical surge, mortuary services, quarantine plans, congregate care, and homelessness.
