Junk & Debris (§505.87): 
218 Sunny dale (Junk & Debris - J. Dunn) 
Marcel & KAD met with Cody 05.08.26, photographed and documented the rear yard. While a 
lot of progress has been made, a lot more needs to be removed, including the 2 vehicles. He said 
they've had 2; 30yd dumpsters and 1; lOyd. brought in and taken out. A cousin and his dad will 
be removing much of the remaining items since the items belong to his dad. Some brush needs to 
be removed along the SW comer of the fence and grass all along the fence needs to be cut. Does 
have fence panels on site to be able to repair sections falling over and tied up. Gave him until 
June 1, 2026 to hopefully wrap this up or be closer to an end. 

Prior Info: 02.13.26 we received a complaint regarding the condition of this property 
including misc. junk & debris and possible two junk vehicles. Upon initial inspection, there 
are bags of garbage piled up in front of the fence at the SW comer of the house and visible 
from the street. Much of the issue is apparently behind a fence and coordination with the 
complainant is needed to determine the extensiveness of the problem. The occupant of the 
property received their letter 03.02.26 and called into our office 03.04.26. The permit for the 
pergola will be addressed 03.12.26 and a dumpster has been ordered to arrive either 03.09.26 
or 03.10.26. I explained that as long as progress is being made, we will work with them on 
extending timelines. As of 03.19.26 one dumpster has been brought to the property and filled. 
The occupant was not sure when Lake would be back to pick it up, but another dumpster 
cannot be brought in until the first one is removed. While they were waiting on that, since the 
brush drop off site was opened early, they were going to start tackling some of the brush 
overgrowth. As of 03.26.26 the first dumpster was removed, and a 2nd dumpster had arrived. 
04.06.26 visit to the property showed continued progress. Spoke with occupant and have 
agreed to revisit 05.01.26 to see what further progress is made.

Property will need to be re-checked 05.18.26.

Owner came into the office 
04.30.26 and stated that the cars would be removed by 05/03/26 and a scrap metal guy would also 
be coming in. Mr. Carr said he & his grandson (Anthony/Tony) will get it cleaned up. On 
05.05.26 Mr. Carr came back into the office to say that the vehicles had been removed and some 
of the scrap metal had been removed. His grandson is ordering a dumpster but didn't have a date 
specific that it would be arriving. KAD said we would check back in with him 05.18.26 to see 
what progress has been made and then go from there on any extension.

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Visitor Nate Binder, Cybersecurity division of Danbury Township: 

Mr. Dress turned the meeting over to Nate Binder, representative for our Cybersecurity division, 
who presented a package to the township with a monthly increase in their cost from $2682.77 to 
$3607.92 to due to the passing of House Bill 96 requiring all Townships to implement 
Cybersecurity protocols and compliancy by July 1 st. 

Mr. Dress inquired about the increase since we are already using their company for 
Cybersecurity. Mr. Binder replied that the increase is due to added frame work, a higher tiered 
level of security and a security engineer's time, investment in additional software, reviewing our 
current policies and amending them accordingly. 

Ms. Rozak asked if the services we are paying for now, are not sufficient for what the State is 
requiring. Mr. Binder confirmed. He said the biggest thing they are adding is the software which 
allows them to take all the information they get from all their other security tools, inject it into this 
software and the security engineer will then guide us on our password requirements, enhanced 
logging in and screen lockouts. He will further take screen shots and export logs attach to the 
control map software on a regular basis so at any point the State says show us you are in 
compliance "prove it" or who had access to these systems and when, they can send these 
reports. 

The Trustees will review the packet of material provided and contact the IT division with any 
further questions before approving. Mr. Binder thanked the Board and left the meeting. 

Ms. James will be in contact with the State Auditor's Office to see where we have to be with 
compliance by July and report back to the Board.

• Ms. Rozak motioned and Mr. Hirt seconded to regretfully accept the resignation of 
Luke Jurjevic, all ayes and motion carried . 

• Mr. Dress motioned and Ms. Rozak seconded approval of the Kreimes invoice in the 
amount of $10,785.00 for asphalt sealing and striping at the fire department; all ayes 
and motion carried. 
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• Ms. Rozak motioned and Mr. Hirt seconded Ohio Diesel invoice $2577.20 on fire truck 
for exhaust repair. All ayes and motion carried. 

• Other fire truck is fixed. The Chief is going down to pick it up on the 21 st. 

• Mr. Hirt commented on the good turnout for the swearing in of three new firefighters. 

• Park AED is back in place at the Shelter. When it is pulled at the end of the season, it 
will be stored at the Maintenance Building until it needs to go back to the park in the 
spring. 

• The Chief thanked Ms. Stetler for meeting with him and setting procedure moving 
forward and explaining the financial reports so he is aware of his budget on a monthly 
basis. 

• 5 Sirens were checked and batteries replaced in all, by Cleveland Communications. 
Inspection as follows: 

Siren 52 163/Quarry Rd, Siren 54 N/1697 S Danbury Rd., Siren 56 Hartshorn/E 
Bayshore Rd are all in working order, cost $130/each total $390 

Siren 51 at East Harbor is not functioning due to corroded contacts for both rotation 
and sound, cost to fix $740 

Siren 55 S of Port Clinton Eastern/Church Rd reported not working. Latch on control 
box is broken, radio channel was incorrect and changed to correct channel. The 
transformer has a bad diode so the siren functions are degraded due to low voltage. 
Cost to fix $874. 

Mr. Dress stated that ODNR has sent a contract for Danbury Township to take over 
the care and maintenance of Siren 51 at a cost of $1500. Mr. Dress has been in 
discussion with them and brought up the fact that Ottawa Co paid a $1 fee to take 
over the siren originally, so the Board now unanimously agrees to have Ms. James 
draft a letter stating denial of the $1500 if ODNR wishes for Danbury to maintain the 
siren. 

This service and cost will come out of the General Fund and is something the Board 
assumed, so everyone doesn't have to rely on their cell phone alerts and notifications 
in this area. Visitor Susan Dress also asked if the Board could set up tech sessions at 
different locations, so residents know how to get this on their cell phones. 

Ms. Rozak said it has the information on where to go to sign up is on the website 
under weather alerts and storm sheltering. 

Roads 

• Sackett Cemetery - one full burial. 

• Erie Blacktop has finished the repair process on North Shore Blvd. 

• Preparing Meadowbrook Park and all other parks for the Birding visitors. 

• Mr. Dress said they feel there is some abuse of policy at the Brush drop-off site. Mr. 
Dress would like more direct signage with notice that violators will be prosecuted. 
Superintendent Waldron will look into cameras as well. 

• Mr. Dress motioned and Ms. Rozak seconded the Pavement Technology reclamite 
proposal for $10,965.00 on 5 roads. All ayes and motion carried. 

• Mr. Dress motioned and Mr. Hirt seconded the Pavement Technology reclamite proposal 
for $1,667.50 on concrete at the new Maintenance building. All ayes and motion carried. 

• TRQ for catch basin near Quarry and Hartshorn Road intersection, question from resident 
on possibly moving it. Trustees determined no, they will go with the original plan the way 
it was and Mr. Dress will convey this to Superintendent Waldron and have him notify the 
Engineer's office. 

• Building Demo quotes from Ed Burdue & Co LLC., and Great Lakes Demolition Company, 
for removal of buildings behind Township Hall. Ms. Rozak motioned and Mr. Dress 
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yes-an 
carried. 

Mr. Dress said since we are commercial, before this demolition can take place, we will 
need an asbestos survey which will run about $500.

Sgt. Mark Meisler was read and the 
Board congratulates and thanks her for her service.
